
OPS demand without legal basis - December 2021
This letter from the Social Welfare Center in Chorzow demanded that I pay 3,440.85 PLN for
a stay in a nursing home, even though I was not living there at the time. No administrative
decision had been issued. OPS simply sent a payment request, quoted random legal
articles, and threatened enforcement. This document reached me at a time of personal
crisis, when I was asking for help. Instead of receiving support, I was met with pressure and
intimidation. Later, OPS issued a formal decision in the same case, which was overturned by
the Voivodeship Administrative Court and ultimately discontinued by the Local Government
Appeals Board (SKO) as completely groundless. This is a clear example of administrative
harassment.
Legal articles quoted in the OPS letter - what they actually mean:
- Article 79 of the Code of Administrative Procedure (KPA): The right to review evidence
before a decision. OPS had not issued any decision at the time.
- Article 44 KPA: Rules for substitute delivery (for example, by public notice). Not a legal
basis for financial claims.
- Article 50 KPA: Requires informing the party that a proceeding has started. Again, not a
basis for billing.
- Article 8 of the Social Assistance Act: Defines income thresholds for social aid. It is
unrelated to cost recovery.
- Article 104 of the Social Assistance Act: Allows requesting reimbursement of expenses, but
only after issuing a formal administrative decision.
None of these articles gave OPS the right to demand money in this way. The request was
made without any valid legal basis, using procedural regulations to justify something that
was clearly unlawful and abusive.
The case was finally closed in June 2024. Despite everything, the Social Welfare Center
(OPS) in Chorzow did not face any consequences for its actions.
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
